Hanging Antennas the Easy Way ð 
Say Hello to My Little PAL  
Kent Ochs  - W9KAO 
 

 
 
òYou've got to ask yourself one question: ' Do I feel 
lucky ?' Well, do  ya punk ?ó (Clint Eastwood, Dirty 
Harry, 1971)  
 
From time to time I have felt the need to operate 
out in the field where large 120 foot high 
cylindrical antenna mounts (water tanks) do not 
exist.  There are often tall, wooden mounts, with 
multiple support arms (tre es), but getting an 
antenna up there can be quite the chore.  
 
Iõve tried throwing lines up, Iõve tried slingshots, I 
canõt shoot a bow and arrow, and my tree climbing 
days are long past.  Iõve considered shoulder 
mounted grenade launchers, mortars, and mis sile 
launchers, but all that would do is get me in 
trouble with Homeland (In)Security.  (No honestly 
your Honor, all I was trying to do was get my 
antenna up in a tree!)  
 
It was in my time of deep despair over how I was 
going to get my G5Ré erré I mean my dipoleõs ı 
wave tuning stub completely off the ground, that I 
discovered my little PAL, the Pneumatic Antenna 
Launcher.  OK, it doesnõt actually launch antennas, 



but it does make putting lines up and over trees to 
pull antennas up as easy as three, two, o ne, fire.  
And better yet, in this post 911 world, it is BATFE 
(Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and 
Explosives) approved!  Really!   Just follow this link:

The Pneumatic Antenna Launcher is nothing more 
than  a PVC plastic, air powered, spud gun.  Of 
course, it is difficult to tie string or fishing line to a 
potato, so this version uses a nice soft tennis ball 
(with a few pennies added) to get the job s afely 
done. With as little as 30psi of air pressure, my 
little PAL, can launch a fishing line up and over a 
40õ tree in a single bound. To see a Pneumatic 
Antenna Launcher carried to the extreme, follow 
this link:

So I know you are saying to yourself, how do I get 
my hands on one of these babies.  Well, you can 
purchase kits online, just Google òpneumatic 
antenna launchersó.  But really, it is more fun and 
less expensive to purchase the PVC, sprinkler 
valve, and other associated parts and put one 
together yourself.   
 
But first, an obligatory legal disclaimer:  
 
The manufacturers of PVC pipe products, the 
Schaumburg Amateur Radio Club, the author, the 
autho rõs heirs, and anyone ever associated with 
the author do not endorse, recommend, or 
otherwise encourage the use of PVC pipe to hold 
large amounts of compressed air.  We are not 
responsible if you decide to put 1000psi of air 
pressure into a freezing cold p iece of PVC pipe, 
designed to hold 300psi of water at room 
temperature, and then drop it on the ground 
producing an explosion of sharp plastic shrapnel.  
 
Yes, it is true that PVC is not the best material to 
use to hold compressed air and manufacturers do 
not recommend using their products to hold 
compressed air.  PVC pipe is brittle at cold 
temperatures and overly pliable at high 
temperatures.  When it shatters it does produce 
sharp plastic pieces.  When used at reasonable 
temperatures with reasonable level s of air 
pressures these devices should be reasonably safe.  
At a minimum, I would recommend the use of 
safety glasses as a reasonable safety precaution. 
Have I scared you yet?  If not, please read on.  
 
OK, so you ask, what do I need and how do I put 
one o f these wonder gadgets together?  I am not 
going to go into great detail on the òhow toó in this 
article, but I will point you to the references and 
supply sources I used to construct my little PAL.  
 

The heart of the PAL is the air dump valve.  
Performance  is determined by how quickly you can 
dump the air in the pressure chamber into the 
barrel.  This is truly a case of bigger is better, 
within reason.  A 1ó valve is the minimum size 
required for proper operation.  It is also the 
economical choice at around  $10 as opposed to 
$60 for a 2ó valve.  Donõt even think about using a 
ĳó valve.  My design used the Orbit 57461 
Watermaster 1ó jar top lawn sprinkler valve 
modified for pneumatic operation.  The 
modification was a fairly simple process.  I really 
like the  concept of  using a ball valve as a òsafetyó.  
Pictures and instructions on how to do it can be 
found here:

Of course, another key part is the pressure 
chamber.  I chose 3ó PVC pipe and was able to buy 
a short 2õ section at Home Depot, saving me from 
having to buy a 10õ section just to get the 16ó 
piece I needed.  The rule of thumb is the chamber 
volume size (quick math lesson Volume  cylinder  = pi 
r2 h) should be equal or greater than the volume of 
the barrel.  The limiting factor is the ability of the 
air dump valve to move the air from the chamber 
to the barrel.  
 
Of course you need a way to put air pressure into 
the pressure chamber.  This is done by way of a 
Schrader valve that I tapped through the 3ó 
coupler/bushing assembly.  I just drilled the correct 
sized hole and twisted the valve in.  Many people 
also tap in a pressure gauge and a 125psi pressure 
reli ef valve.  I found both to be unnecessary as the 
portable electric tire pump I use to pressurize the 
chamber has a pressure gauge on it and I never 
plan on putting 125psi into the chamber (See 
disclaimer above).  
 
The hardest thing to find is the 2.5ó PVC barrel 
pipe needed to fit the diameter of the tennis ball.  I 
was able to find one supplier, Bushnell in Des 
Plaines, IL.  Yes, I did have to buy a whole 10õ 
section for a whopping $1.03/ft.  They also had all 
the 2.5ó fittings I needed as well. 
 
How you fi t everything together is really up to you.  
I did take the time to thoroughly  prime the PVC 
and used copious amounts of heavy duty PVC glue, 
allowing everything to dry for several days before 
use. The picture below shows how I fit all my 
components togeth er.

I mounted a fishing reel on a 2.5ó pipe coupler for 
easy removal from the barrel.  The fishing line  is 
connected to the tennis ball with a steel leader 
with a swivel barrel.  I havenõt totaled everything 
up, but I got the sprinkler valve off EBay for $10, I 
spent $16 at Bushnell for the 2.5ó parts, and the 2õ 
piece of 3ó PVC pipe was $4.  , Iõd be surprised if I 
have another $30 in other parts, bring the total 
cost somewhere around $60.  
 
Tamp the tennis ball into the barrel, press the 
button on the reel, set the safety, pressurize the 
chamber, release the safety, and you are ready to 
fire.  There is no b etter way to get lines up into 
trees.  This Pneumatic Antenna Launcher makes 
my day!
