Field Day 2010 
 

Spring is upon us and here we are 
looking at the prospect of another Field 
Day. The radio gods seem to be smiling on 
us as solar cycle 24 awakens from its long 
slumber. The last two years have proven 
to be disastrous and costly when it comes 
to thunderstorms. Therefore, I would like 
to propose a couple of ideas I have. 
 
Our first problem is lack of power. We will 
need amplifiersé at all the tents. I am not 
talking foot warming 500 watt amps but 
street light dimming full legal limit 1500 
watt òBig Dogó ampsé.4 of them. And 
here is whyé..we need to be heardéwe 
will be heard.

ARRL Frequency Measuring Test 
  
This year I tried the ARRL Frequency Measuring 
Test for the first time.  (See page 52 April 2010 
QST.)  The test was simple:  They had 4 stations 
around the country send a CW ID plus 3 minutes of 
'brick on the key' continuous carrier on 80 and 40 
meters.  (One station only sent on 40 M.)  The 
transmissions started 15 minutes apart, so it was 
easy to tune from one to the next.  The QST article 
indicated the frequency of each transmission to 1 
KHz resolution.  My mission was to measure the 
EXACT frequency of each transmission.  The QST 
article suggests 1 PPM accuracy can be obtained.  
That would be 3 Hz on 80 Meters, and 7 Hz on 40 
Meters. I read the frequencies to 1 Hz, because I 
figured that would be better than I could obtain. 
  
Here is what the official results were:

I came up with the following frequencies, the 
differences are shown after the frequencies I 
measured:

I got less than 1 HZ difference on all 
measurements, better than I thought would be 
possible.  Only two of the 7 measurements are 
more than .5 Hz off. 
  
I used part of the technique that was suggested by 
a QST article from the web with FMT tips.  I turned 
on the Kenwood TS570S(G) a couple hours before 
the test, to allow it to warm up and become as 
stable as it can.  Then, as the FMT time 
approached, I tuned in WWV (a frequency standard 
station from the National Institutes of Standards 
and Technology) at 2.5, 5 and 10 MHz.  I had the 
rig in CW mode, so when I keyed the desired WWV 
frequency, I *should* hear a 600 Hz audio tone 
from its carrier.  Keying in the frequency eliminates 
the possible tuning limitation, because the radio 
display only goes to 10 Hz resolution, but the knob 
can tune finer changes in frequency. 
  
I measured the frequency of the audio using 'Argo' 
software on a laptop computer.  The Argo software 
can display different frequencies with finer than 1 
Hz resolution.  I found the WWV signals were very 
close to the 600 Hz expected, only a couple Hz low.  
(This difference includes all the errors in the radio 
and the computer combined.)  Then, when the FMT 
transmission began, I tuned the radio until the 
transmitted signal produced a tone of about 600 
Hz.  I then keyed that frequency into the rig, to 
eliminate the 10 Hz possible error from the display.  
I then observed the frequency Argo indicated the 
audio tone measured.  Adding the difference to the 
frequency the nearest WWV transmission showed 
provided a fairly accurate measurement. 
  

Now that I know it is possible, I will try to 
measure within .1 or .2 Hz next time.

Battery Safety 
 
With field day approaching, it is appropriate to 
consider safety precautions for storage battery 
use.  Car batteries are known to explode under 
sudden application of load, whether powering the 
starter motor or servicing a short circuit.  While 
this has been attributed to explosion of Hydrogen 
gas, ignited by an external spark, it does not 
explain 
the force of a battery explosion, given the low 
volume of gas contained.  Evidence suggests a 
different failure mode, which the normal 
precautions for jump-starting do not adequately 
address. 
 
I have seen a battery that had just exploded when 
the driver attempted to start the car.  When we 
lifted the hood we saw the top of the battery was 
split and lifted off of the case.   It doesnõt seem 
likely that much energy could come from a small 
volume of H2.  Also, there was apparently no spark 
present to ignite the gas, if it was indeed present 
at the time of the explosion.   
 
So, where did the energy to explode the battery 
come from?  
  
Battery explosions can result from an almost total 
crack in an internal cell connector.  This crack 
develops from temperature cycling.  The battery 
case has a much higher temperature coefficient of 
expansion than the metal cell connectors, resulting 
in stress  
from temperature cycling.  Over time, a crack can 
propagate in the metal.  If a cell connector is 
almost completely cracked through, the high 
current from starting or a short can cause the 
remaining metal to fuse open, like an exploding 
wire.  This releases far more energy than would be 
available from a small volume of Hydrogen gas.  
  
What to do?  The common precaution is to connect 
the negative jumper wire to a ground other than 
the battery post.  This is supposed to help prevent 
igniting Hydrogen gas escaping from the battery, 
but does nothing about the possibility of exploding 
a compromised internal connection.   
 
When jump starting a car, cover both batteries 
with a blanket or a burlap sack.  Stand clear of the 
batteries.  Eye protection is always a good 

precaution when there is a risk of a battery 
explosion or short circuit.  Batteries used as 
standby power sources should be kept in a covered 
case, such as used on boats.

As in the past, an identical fee will be assessed to 
any applicant who fails an exam and wants to retest 
at the same session.  The only condition is that the 
same exam (identical set of questions) cannot be 
given to the  
applicant.  Since all our exams are unique, this is not 
a problem at our sessions.
